We need your help with an Elgin school photo!

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Grab a box of tissues: this is a sad story. Cathy Sisson contacted me for suggestions about finding
someone who could identify the folks in the photo above. Her dad, Charles Creameans, Jr., is in
the picture, but she doesn’t know which one of those solemn little tykes he is. The photo is a
school group at Elgin, Arkansas, taken in the 1930s. Elgin was a little town on Black River in
Jackson County, west of Tuckerman. | know where it is because my great-great-uncle, Bud
Dunavin, ran a ferry there around the turn of the century. Cathy’s great-uncle Albert Creameans

also ran the ferry there for some time.

Cathy asked for suggestions about how to find someone who could help identify these cute kids
in the photo. (Her dad is deceased and so are any close relatives who might have helped.) She’d
previously posted the photo on www.deadfred.com, a popular genealogy photo archive site, but

had no luck. She didn’t get a response to her e-mail to the Newport Independent newspaper. She
asked if you all, the AGS Ezine readers, might help. Even if you don’t personally know anyone
who could identify these folks, some of you may have suggestions for Cathy.

| suggested she:
e call James Logan Morgan, the World’s Living Expert on Jackson County genealogy,
e contact the Newport Independent again (the squeaky wheel gets the grease),

e post the photo on another website so folks can have access to it (it, along with the rest of
the pictures in the box, are now on www.Flickr.com—go there to see a larger version of this
photo and click through the rest of this photo’s companions),

e find a business at Elgin and get permission to post the photo on a bathroom wall (that didn’t
work out; there apparently aren’t any businesses at Elgin),

e e-mail my cousin Shirley Walls Manual at the Tuckerman library and ask about a spot on
their bulletin board,

e and try the USGenWeb list for Jackson County.
Okay, it’s your turn. What do you think Cathy should try?

This sad story brings up a bigger issue. When you die and go to the big genealogy seminar in the
sky, who’s going to identify the photos you left behind with nothing written on them? So step
away from the computer, grab a soft-lead pencil and work on a box of your photos for just an
hour or so. It won’t help Cathy, but your descendants will be eternally grateful.

New: NGS Research in the States: Arkansas
Lynda Childers Suffridge

The National Genealogical Society has just made available NGS
Research in the States: Arkansas by Lynda Childers Suffridge.

This 46-page booklet gives a brief history of Arkansas and discusses
how the varied geography of this state affected settlement patterns
of early settlers.

The major repositories housing Arkansas collections are listed as an
aide to scholars and family historians. Included are descriptions of
federal, state, local, and private archives and libraries with contact
information and their web addresses. Those with online materials are
identified.

The types of materials described include atlases, gazetteers, maps, biographical guides,
cemetery records, census population schedules, census special schedules, school census, city and
county directories, county records, ethnic records, land records, military records, naturalization
and immigration records, newspapers, photographs, probate records, reconstruction era records,
religious records, tax records, vital records, voter registrations, and women of Arkansas.

Heavily footnoted, the book also includes National Archives film numbers and in some cases
Family History Library microfilm numbers making it easier for a researcher from out of state to
access the records they want to search.
