Little Rock - The Arkansas History Commission and State Archives and the Black History Commission of Arkan-
sas were recently awarded over $24,000.

In early May, the Arkansas Humanities Council , Department of Arkansas Heritage, and the National Endow-
ment for the Humanities awarded the History Commission $24,050 for public programming and out-

reach. Throughout each year, the History Commission sponsors various workshops and symposiums for its pa-
trons. The Humanities Council grant will help support workshops and symposiums held during 2015.

US Geological Survey adds a New Online Map Viewer

The US Geological Survey has an online collection of more than 178,000 maps, dating back to 1880. They
cover the entire country. Best of all, they’re free to download. However, the digital images were not al-
ways of the highest quality and the search software for finding maps was confusing, at best. All that has
now changed with the introduction of a new online map viewer.

Browsing and searching for maps is now much more intuitive. You can type or zoom in on a particular
place, limit your search to maps of a particular scale or from a particular range of dates. You can down-
load them in a variety of formats, from JPGs (fine for printing out a nice map to put on your wall), to KMZ
files (to import into Google Earth), to GeoTIFFs (for the power users who wants to import maps into GIS
software).

The European Library (http://www.theeuropeanlibrary.org ) has digitized old newspapers, as well as
indexing and making them available to the general public at no charge. The newspapers come from the
national libraries of: Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Croatia, the Czech Republic, Estonia, Finland, France,
Iceland, Latvia, Luxembourg, The Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Serbia, Slovakia, Slovenia,
Spain, Turkey, and Wales. Germany’s contributions came from the Berlin and Hamburg State Libraries.

The pages from the newspapers can be browsed by date, by country, and by newspaper title. They can

also be searched by word. A search for a common name will yield too many results, but if you have an an-

cestor with an oddly spelled name or slightly unusual name, you have a chance of finding him or her.
